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*THE UNBEARABLE LIGHTNESS OF MILAN KUNDERA 

Voice of threat 
to freedom, the 
void it creates

A FEW WEEKS ago,1happened to be browsing through Milan 
Kundera's last book, A Kid-
napped West: The TragedyofCen-tn l Europe, published this year. Inaway,thisisafittinglast book 
for him to publish. It under-
scores the one abiding-theme of 
his politically eventful and glo-
riously creative literary life: a 
perpetual sense of disappoint-
ment and disillusion. 

Kundera's inventive and bril-
liant, The Unbearable Lightness 
of Being (1 9 8 4) was one of the 
most effective critiques of com-
munism because it focussed 
both on its repression and the 
sheersense of meaninglessness 
it created. But the existential 
import of the novel was far more 
ambiguous in at least two ways. 

The main character, Tomas, 
removes himself from politics, 
paradoxically through a politi-
cal act of a refusal to cooperate 
with the regime, and ends up 
searching for meaning in the life 
ofprivate passion.But the novel 
also leaves it ambiguous 
whether it was better to die 
under the "sign of weight", 
where the search for meaning 
was still possible, or under a 
sense of "lightness", where one 
literally lives in the moment, as 
it were; even the future is a bur-
den to be avoided. 

Theworld of corrununism,it 
turned out, was a charnel house 
of meaning, and rotting ideals. 
But the literary achievement of 
The Unbearable Lightness... was 
to conveyso heavya claim, in the 
lightest manner possible. His 
works (Life is Elsewhere,19 73; 
The Book ofLaughter and Forget-
ting,1978; Immortaliof,198 8) 
are often described as "black 
comedies." But in a way they 
were far more radical, because 
you were never sure at whose 
expense the ioke was. 

But, in retrospect, his work

MORE THAN 10 countries are 
likely to be the founding mem-
bers of the proposed Global Bio-
fuel Alliance (GBA) at the time of 
its launch during the G2 O's 
Energy Transition Ministerial 
Meeting in Goa on July 2 2. 

"The number of countries 
interested in joining the biofuel 
alliance is in double digits. 
Though this is not meant for all, 
countries that plan to be mem-
bers are from all the conti-
nents," a government official 
said.

existence. 

He was admirably disillu-
sioned. Unlike many other gifted 
critics of communism, he 
refused to settle for an easy and 
shallow liberalism. So much of 
his literary power derived from 
one of his great fears: the erasure 
of Czech national memory (and 
the memory of small nations), 
the carpet bombing of culture 
and the rewriting of history that 
communism represented.And 
yet, he dissociated himself from 
Czech culture, even forbidding 
translations of his work into that 
language and refusing honour 
from that other hero of the Six-
ties — Vaclav Havel — as if it was 
his bounden duty to declare that 
culture dead. 

He had started his life as a 
communist, and could see the 
dream of paradise that lay 
behind it. But, as he once put it, 
in an interview to Philip Roth, 
"once the dream of paradise 
starts to turn into reality how-
ever, here and there people crop 
up who stand in its way, and so 
the rulers of paradise must build 
a Gulag on the side of Eden. In 
the course of time, this Gulag 
grows everbiggerand more per-
fect, while the adjoining par-
adise gets smaller and poorer." 
But in turn. almost evervideal — 
modernity, fine nation, progres-
sive humanism, consumer cul-

ture, even culture — Kundera 
seemed to suggest comes with 
the temptation of its own Gulag. 

It is, therefore, a supreme 
irony that this great writer who 
was considered a political nov-
elist in the deepest sense of the 
term, like his character Tomas, 
ends up seeking refuge outside 
the world of ordinary politics. 

The power of his politics 
comes from the clarity with 
which he sees the ethical irra-
tionality of acting in the world, 
especially in the name of some 
act of collective meaning mak-
ing.There is almost a paranoid 
suspicion of our ability to make 
a world of meaning together in 
common. It is almost as if any 
action is already in the grip of a 
deliri um. I think fundamentally 
he was paranoid about power, 
corrupting that thing called cul-
ture and moral sense.As he put it 
"true human goodness, in all its 
purity and freed om, can come to 
the fore only when its recipient 
has no power! He had said this in 
the context of human treatment 
of animals, for him the true 
debacle of civilization, where 
mankind fails the test of treating 
landlythose at its mercy. 

Kundera is, at one level, a 
writer for our moment because 
he speaks at two levels. His orig-
inal fame rested on diagnosing 
the totalitarian state as a form of 
illness — that puts the verypos-
sibility of human meaning at 
risk that erases all sense of the 
self.And yet, even the threat of 
the hangman is lifted, what we 
create is a zone of arid meaning-
lessness. He becomes the voice 
of both the great and barbaric 
threat to freedom, but also the 
void that freedom creates. He is 
0clairvoyant precisely because 
he offers no consolation. Per-
haps the only refuge from this 
void was mirth, which his writ-
ing gave in ample measure.

It was recently reported 
that the parliamentary 
panel that was entrusted 
with reviewing the 
Forest Conservation 
(Amendment) Bill has 
endorsed the Bill 
without making any 
changes. Activists have 
been saying that it 
eases regulations 
in a manner that 
could undermine 
conservation. Sarthak 
Ray takes a look at the 
debate over the Bill 

Seeking amendment 
THE BILLTO AMEND the Forest 
Conservation Act (FCA) 1980 was 
presented in Lok Sabha in March this 
year. The 1980 Act made clearance 
from the Centre mandatory for de-
reservation of forest land, use of forest 
land for non-forest purposes, assigning 
of forest land for leasing to private 
parties, and for clearing of naturally 
grown trees for reafforestation. 

The amendment Bill says, following 
the Godavarman judgement of the 
Supreme Court in 1996, the 1980 Act 
became applicable to areas that were 
on records as forests but where non-
forestry use was already on. Before the 
judgement, the Act covered notified 
forest lands and not revenue forest 
areas, where non-forestry world was 
allowed. There were apprehensions 
as well that the Act now covered 
private and government plantations.

The threats and the opportunities 
ENVIRONMENTALACTIVISTS have 
decried the Bill for its likely adverse 
effect on conservation; they say 
the intention of the Bill is to free the 
diversion of lands with vegetation 
meeting the dictionary definition 
of forests from the restraint placed 
by Godavarman whereas the 
government's should be working 
on minimisina forest loss. The Bill 

also has provisions relating to 
compensatory reafforestation, 
which means such diversion is 
going to encourage monoculture 
through compensatory planting 
and hit India's biodiversity. Tribal 
and forest-dweller groups saythat 
the Bill is silent on their interests 
that are protected under the 
current implementation ofthe law.

The Godavarman judgment 
UNDER THE INDIAN Forest Act 1927, 
brought to regulate timber and forest 
resources, states can notify their forests 
lands as reserve or protected forests. But 
the recording of forest area in India has 
historically had both inclusion and exclusion 
errors—areas with significant forest cover 
have not been included while some areas 
where the forest is long gone and there is 
human use have been recorded as forests. 

In Godavarman, the SC held that all 
areas in the nature of forests, whether 
recorded or meeting the dictionary 
definition of forests even if unrecorded, will 
be subject to the provisions of FCA 1980. 
This was a spanner in the works twice 
over—not only did it get very difficult to 
divert unrecorded forests or private lands 
where the vegetation met the dictionary 
definition of forests, recorded forests that 
no longer have any significant forest cover 
also remained under the ambit of the FCA. 

Proximity to the border makes 
some of India's richest forest areas, 
in the North East and the North, 
more vulnerable if the Bill is passed 
in its current form—this increased 
vulnerability could also exacerbate 
geological threats in these regions. 

The Bill also redefines the ambit 
of non-forest purpose exemptions 
under the FCA, to include setting

provisions 
THE AMENDMENT Bill 
seeks to define the 
scope of the Act's 
applicability, against 
the backdrop of the 
wide ambit granted to it 
by the SC. As per the 
Bill, the Act will apply to 
land notified as forest 
under relevant laws. It
will also include land 
not notified as forest,
but present in 
government recorss as 
such, on or after 
October 25,1980, but 
not such land that has 
been put to non-forest 
use before December 
12, 1996. 

Also, the FCA won't 
apply to forest land 
alongside a rail line or a 
public road maintained 
by the government, 
which provides access 
to a habitation or a rail 
or a roadside amenity
up to a maximum size of 
0.10 hectare in each 
case; trees or plantation 
on lands not recorded 
as forests; forests within 
100 km of international 
borders or LoC or LAC 
that is proposed to be 
used for projects of 
national importance/ 
national security or is of 
upto 10 hectares and 
will be used for security 
related infrastructure, 
paramilitary camps, or 
public utility projects. 

up of zoo/safari, select eco-
tourism facilities, and 'any other 
purpose' specified by the Centre. 

On the other hand, it gives a big 
boost to development, and eases 
participation of private parties in 
compensatory planting by lifting 
the Godavarman yoke; they may 
no longer need central clearance 
for diversion of plantations.
